Dear Landhuis Company:

RMG - Rocky Mountain Group sampled cement treated subgrade (CTS) soils during placement
and compaction during construction of the streets in the above referenced subdivision. Our
sampling and testing consisted of preparation of six (6) CTS “pucks” for each sample location.
Pucks were prepared by compacting sampled CTS materials in the Standard Proctor mold utilizing
Standard Proctor compactive effort (ASTM D-698). The pucks were extruded from the mold and
moist-cured in the laboratory four (4) days and seven (7) days prior to testing for compressive
strength.

The compressive strength for each puck was determined at four (4) days and seven (7) days after
placement to verify that the minimum required compressive strength of 125 psi was obtained prior
to placement of hot-mix bituminous pavements. The results of our testing are presented in the
tables below:
