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At minimum, variance of use site plan shall include the following elements. Please ensure the rest of the items below are included. If any are not applicable to this project, please indicate so:

1. Existing land uses and zoning within 500 feet of the boundary.

2. Existing easements.

3. Name and addresses of the petitioner, owners of all interests (including mineral interests), in the property, and preparer.

4. Height and dimensions of each existing and proposed structure within the development and the uses to be contained therein.

5.  Proper building setbacks and building area with reference to property lines, highways, or street rights-of-way. (For this, you can just include the required setback line to show that none of the structures are within setbacks.)

6. Location of watercourses and other natural and historic features. If none, please include a note.

7. General locations of existing and proposed landscaping.

8. Locations of all components of outside storage.
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General comment: This site plan does a great job of identifying all structures on the property. Coordinate with PPRBD to find out which structures have or have not been permitted for the uses on the property and find out what it will take to get permits for those permitted structures/change of use sooner rather than later so you are not held up later.
