The additional traffic will also increase risks for those entering 
the upper parking lot from Misty Acres. 

Additionally, the traffic study conducted for this project appears incomplete, as it does not account for 
school-time traffic patterns. I urge the commissioners to reconsider this plan and work towards a 
solution that addresses these safety and accessibility concerns.
