The applicable pond per Item A above is located in the southwest corner of the site. The pond captures and treats runoff
from the Haven Valley project site as well as the offsite EIm Grove Subdivision to the north, several commercial buildings
and an elementary school to the north, vacant land to the north, a church to the north, and a church to the west. The
pond is located in a detention pond easement (Rec. No. 206107057). This is not a pavement management project.

A swale runs along the south side of the site behind the lots. This area will not be captured for water quality control,
however it is under 1 acre, which is acceptable per ECM Appendix 1.7.1.C.1.

A portion of Cable Ln. will be reconstructed and its drainage patterns shall remain the same as existing. The runoff from
much of Cable Lane adjacent to the Haven Valley site (with the exception of flows captured by Basins B, C & E) will not be
captured by the project’s detention facility. This roadway redevelopment falls under the exclusions listed in the ECM
.7.1.B.2 & 3. The total added paved area will be 0.10 acres, which is under the 1 acre of added paved area per 1 mile of
roadway. The average width of the existing paved roadway is 22'+, the proposed mat width is 30’, which is also less than
the 8.25’ added width requirement. The roadway width is also not being increased by 2 times or more of the original
roadway.
